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Abstract

This paper is a proposal for my ETEC 676D class at California State University San Bernardino at the Palm Desert campus.  I will explain what type of website suite that I will create that best suits my needs as best as possible with the knowledge and skills that I now possess in the second week of my ETEC 676D class.  My websites will focus both on my personal as well as my professional life and the details of these sites will be explored in this proposal.
First let me say what my website will be about.  I plan on making my website an all encompassing website to fulfill all of my website needs.  One set of the webpage’s will focus on my personal life and hobbies, the second set of webpage’s will focus on my professional life teaching at Yucca Valley High School (YVHS). Even though I am focusing on two general areas for this website the portion that I will focus on the most and that I am the most excited about is the portion of the website that will be related to the subjects that I teach and coordinate at YVHS. 
The reason that I chose this topic is because I think that a website for my students would be very beneficial for them to refer to, I have always wanted to have a website for use with my students but I never had the resources or time to accomplish this task.
